In this text I analyze the activities of neo-paganism in specific sociocultural context of Bulgarian society, in different functional aspects and on the different levels of social dynamics.

The Chapter observes the historical premises of spreading of neopaganism in Bulgaria: acceptance of Christianity, foreign dominance and totalitarian dictatorship. 

Of course, the basic attention is paid to neopaganist advance in contemporary sociocultural situation. After the collapse of totalitarian system the Bulgarian Orthodox church was restored, but can’t play leading spiritual role. Along with it appeared many institutional, uninstitutional, legal and illegal denominations and spiritual movements. For unprepared people and communities this multitude of alternatives (some of them are too strange and remote for the specific post-totalitarian world outlook) causes dramatic difficulties and contradictions, which presume inadequate models of behavior and existential crashes.

These problems and contradictions determine the influence of pagan views in all the sociocultural spheres of Bulgarian society.

The new pluralistic spiritual situation is too big challenge for mass consciousness, which is lacking in its religious fundament and looks for spiritual landmark.  

In this text I observe the basic activities of paganism in contemporary Bulgarian society:

1. In every day consciousness and practical logic;

2. As commercial practice

3. In context of activities of religious and quasi religious structures

4. As institutionalized practice and based on them spiritual communities

5. In mass media
